What is it About?

Less than 5% of Aussie children are touched by the ministries
of the local church today, but the Australian Bureau of statistics
reports that 99% of Australian homes have a TV set and more
than half of all divorces today involve children.  What influences
are shaping our young people today?  Schools are the ‘meeting
places’ for these children – a melting pot of values, experiences,
personalities and facts.  It is here that prayer needs to be
focussed as we prepare a generation for the future.

“Prayer Groups for Schools” is about Christians from within
and around a school community meeting together regularly
to pray for the students and their school.
